The Editorial Board wishes all a very HAPPY DIWALI
and an ILLUMINATED NEW YEAR. Diwali is a symbol
of hope and enlightenment for mankind. The light
symbolises knowledge and wisdom; hence, it is
celebrated as the victory of light over darkness, good
over evil, and knowledge over ignorance.

Diwali is one of the major festivals celebrated by
Hindus. Spectacular lights, firecrackers, irresistible
traditional sweets and exchanging gifts mark the
festival. Over the centuries, Diwali has become a
national festival that is also enjoyed by non-Hindu
communities. For instance, in Jainism, Diwali marks
the nirvana, or spiritual awakening of Lord Mahavira
on October 15, 527 B.C.; in Sikhism, it honours the day
that Guru Hargobind Ji, the Sixth Sikh Guru, was freed
from imprisonment. Buddhists in India celebrate
Diwali as well.

The festival gets its name from the row (avali) of
clay lamps (deepa) that Indians light outside their
homes to symbolize the inner light that protects
from spiritual darkness. Usually, it lasts for five days
during the Hindu lunisolar month of Kartika. On the
day one, people clean their homes and shop for gold
or kitchen utensils to help bring good fortune. On day
two, people decorate their homes with clay lamps and
create design patterns called rangoli on the floor using
colored powders or sand. Day three is considered to be
one of the main days of the festival. Families gather
for Lakshmi Puja followed by mouth-watering feasts
and firework festivities. Day four is Kali Chaudas or
Narak Nivaran Chaturdashi. It is considered to be the
most highly conducive for conducting remedies to
ward off evil spirits. Importantly, day five is marked

with fireworks and festivity being the day of Diwali
itself. Following day, the new year starts with all zeal
and enthusiasm; new hopes and aspirations; and
rejuvenated spirits and commitments. Friends and
relatives visit one another with gifts and best wishes
for the season. It is followed by Bhai Dooj (Bij) when
brothers visit their (married) sisters, who welcome
them with love and a lavish meal.

The festival of Diwali is widely associated with
Lakshmi, goddess of prosperity and Ganesha, god of
wisdom and the remover of obstacles. The festival
also connects with many other regional traditions
concerning Sita and Rama, Vishnu, Krishna,
Durga, Shiva, Kali, Hanuman, Kubera, Yama, Yami,
Dhanvantari, or Vishvakarman. In all, there are
seven different reasons why different parts of India
celebrate Diwali, which is being celebrated today. They
are as follows:

According to the most popular tradition, Diwali is
celebrated as the day Goddess Lakshmi was born
from Samudra Manthan, the churning of the cosmic
ocean of milk by the gods and demons. Lakshmi chose
Vishnu as her husband on the night of Diwali, and
the two were bonded in holy matrimony. In Northern
India, Diwali is a celebration of the day Rama returned
to his kingdom in Ayodhya with Sita and Lakshmana
after defeating Ravana in Lanka and serving 14 long
years of exile. In the epic Mahabharata, the five
Pandava brothers had been tricked into losing a bet
in gambling after which the Kauravas banished them
for 12 years. As per the epic, Diwali is the day on which
the Pandavas return to Hastinapur on the night of
Kartik Amavasya. In Sikhism, Diwali is related to the
event of Guru Hargobind’s release by Mughal emperor
Jehangir. In Jainism, the festival of Diwali is celebrated
to observe the anniversary of Mahavira’s soul finally
attaining Nirvana. In some states in western India,
such as Gujarat, the festival of Diwali signifies the start
of a new year. Eastern India, especially West Bengal,
celebrates Diwali as Kali Puja, in honour of Goddess
Kali, who is known to have gone on a destructive
rampage to cleanse the earth of all demons. Southern
India celebrates it as the day that Lord Krishna

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defeated the demon Narakasura. In western India, the
festival marks the day that Lord Vishnu, the Preserver
(one of the main gods of the Hindu trinity) sent the
demon King Bali to rule the nether world. Finally,
Hindus interpret the Diwali story based upon where
they live. But there is one common theme no matter
where people celebrate: the victory of good over evil.
It is marked with:

Cleansing the house

Much before Diwali, it is time to throw away unwanted
items, clean, repaint and refurbish homes depending
on thebudget. The tradition behind this is that Goddess
Lakshmi graces those homes that are absolutely clean.
Thus, many decorate their homes with accessories
like strings of lights, streamers ribbons, etc. Using
coloured powder or flower petals, colorful rangolis in
traditional patterns are drawn at the doorways.

Making sweets

While there are many options for sweet delicacies
in the market, people still prepare lots of mithais
and savouries at homes. Sev, Gujiya, Farsan, Chivda,
various laddoos, barfi, chakli etc., the list is endless as
different regions have different specialities which are
made and then distributed to immediate family and
relatives and those visiting the house on this occasion.

Shopping

Diwali seems like one of the biggest shopping festivals
in India since it is auspicious for buying new things.
On the day of Dhanteras, it is considered good to buy
gold and silver coins as well as jewellery. Kitchenware
like utensils too are considered a good buy on this
occasion. Electronics, gadgets, furniture, clothes,
etc. people buy for themselves and also for gifting
purposes. It is also known to be a good time to invest;
so, new property and vehicles too are in big demand
during this season.

Lighting Up the house

Nlumination of homes is a must to invite the goddess
of good fortune — Goddess Laxmi into one's home. And
the traditional way to do it is by lighting handmade
earthen lamps with oil. Placed on window sills, and
doorways, they add a glittering light to the darkest
corners of the house.

Numerous sparkles of noise free firecrackers glitter
the sky and while those making sound go on through
the night. It is believed that the sound and light of
firecrackers helps ward off evil spirits.

Having parties

Diwali is a time for get-togethers and parties. Festive
family meals either at homes or outside restaurants
too is a tradition and mark of celebration.

Giving gifts

Giving Diwali gifts to friends, relatives and other
contacts is one of the most important traditions of
Diwali. Earlier boxes of sweets or dry fruits were gifted
but now right from food baskets, electronic appliances,
gift vouchers to personal consumer products make it
to the list.

Rangoli

Decorating the entrance is of foremost importance
while decorating the house, after all that is the place
from where Lakshmi (the goddess of wealth) enters
the house. So, people make beautiful rangolis using
vibrant colours or flowers at their doorsteps. People
even decorate their rangolis with diyas. A variety of
designed stencils are also available in the market to
make the rangoli-making task easier!

Thus, Diwali celebrations have become an integral
part of Indian culture. It is known as the festival that
brings people closer together. It is also a time where
many people donate clothes and other items to the
poor and needy. This symbolizes the true meaning of
Diwali, as we try to help those in need and drive away
the darkness from their lives as well.
